Os conteldos programaticos foram estruturados tendo como orientagdo uma relacdo muito
proxima e direta com os objetivos definidos. Todos os mddulos sdo pensados em funcdo dos
objetivos a atingir pelos/as alunos/as, especialmente daqueles que sdo transversais a UC:
problematizagdo socioldgica de situacbes educativas e da infancia; reflexdo sobre problematicas
centrais da Sociologia da Educacdo e da Sociologia da Infancia e compreensdo do papel das criancas,
dos/as professores/as, de outros atores educativos e das organizacdes educativas na criacdo de
identidades sociais, culturais e educativas especificas.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE SYLLABUS COHERENCE WITH THE CURRICULAR UNIT'S OBJECTIVES

The syllabus was structured having as orientation a very close and direct relationship with the
defined objectives. All modules are designed according to the objectives to be achieved by
students, especially those that are transversal to the UC: sociological problematization of
educational and childhood situations; reflection on central issues of the Sociology of Education and
Sociology of Childhood and understanding of the role of children, teachers, other educational
actors and educational organizations in the creation of specific social, cultural and educational
identities.

METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO (AVALIAGCAO INCLUIDA)

A UC assume tem uma dimensao tedrico-pratica e abrange diferentes métodos de ensino e
aprendizagem, a saber: participagdo ativa, que inclui a leitura e analise de textos e, ainda, o
envolvimento em atividades em grupo e /ou individuais, como apresentacdes orais e debates.
A avaliacdo é conduzida sob regulamentacdo adotada por ESELx, nomeadamente:
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1.Avaliagao Continua

Portefélio (individual) - 50% da avaliagao final
Trabalho escrito e apresentagdo oral (grupo) - 50% da avaliagao final

2.Exame
Trabalho escrito e discussdo oral, devendo o/a estudante realizar a sua entrega, até 48 horas
(dias uteis) antes da data da realizacdo do exame.

TEACHING METHODOLOGIES (INCLUDING EVALUATION)

The course has a theoretical-practical dimension and covers different teaching and learning
methods, namely: active participation which includes meaningful and insightful comments
pertaining to reading and lecturing material, engaging in class activities and exercises, involvement
in panel presentations and discussion.

Written work, submitted 48 hours before the exam deadline, followed by oral discussion.

The essay allows the student, in a reflective and substantiated way, to carry out a triangulation of
the information, establishing a coherent line of argument in the process of examining the
contents.
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
