DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DOS CONTEUDOS PROGRAMATICOS COM OS OBJETIVOS DA UC

Serdo mobilizados autores, abordagens e conceitos-chave (conteudo 1, objetivos 1 e 2), assim como as
origens e os percursos evolutivos dos museus (conteudo 2, objetivos 3 e 4), com enfoque nos de artes
visuais nacionais (conteudo 3), estabelecendo-se um paralelismo entre um caso estrangeiro e um
portugués (conteudo 4). Alcancar-se-a uma compreensao dessas e de outras instituicGes, equacionando a
relacdo pedagdgica com o publico (conteido 5 e 6, objetivo 5) e o seu lugar como referéncias na
reconstrucdo do curriculo formal (objetivo 6). Serdo promovidas competéncias no ambito da concepcdo
de projetos de educacdo visual que resultem da articulacdo escola-museu (objetivo 7), familiarizando-se
os estudantes com exemplos paradigmaticos (conteldos 7 e 8). Serdo ainda explorados os museus nas
atuais culturas digitais (conteudo 9) e alguns objetos de aprendizagem criados nesse contexto (contetdo
10), o que ird fomentar a reflexdo sobre que beneficios e desafios hoje se colocam (objetivo 8).

Authors, approaches and key concepts (content 1, objectives 1 and 2) will be mobilized, as well as the
origins and evolutionary paths of museums (content 2, objectives 3 and 4), with a focus on national visual
arts museums (content 3), establishing a parallel between a foreign and a Portuguese case (content 4). An
understanding of these and other institutions will be achieved, equating the pedagogical relationship with
the public (content 5 and 6, objective 5) and their place as references in the reconstruction of the formal
curriculum (objective 6). Skills will be promoted in the context of designing visual education projects that
result from the school-museum articulation (objective 7), familiarizing students with paradigmatic
examples (contents 7 and 8). Museums in current digital cultures will also be explored (content 9) and
some learning objects created in this context (content 10), which will encourage reflection on what

benefits and challenges are emerging today (objective 8).
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METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO (AVALIACAO INCLUIDA)

Metodologia de aula invertida: disponibilizacdo dos documentos para leitura e reflexdo prévias,

complementada com debate mediado pelos docentes e aprendizagem colaborativa em grupo.
Acompanhamento das atividades: feedback e feedforward. Aulas tedrico-praticas: ndo sé expositivas, com
suportes audiovisuais, mas também interativas, através de metodologias ativas de aprendizagem,
interrogacdo didatica, didlogo e exercicios praticos especificos, com o propdsito de estimular o
pensamento critico. Os elementos de avaliacdo incluem:

1. Participagdo nas aulas e empenho nas atividades (20%)

2. Revisdo critica da pagina de um museu (30%)

3. Proposta de um objeto de aprendizagem de EV (10%)

4. Criagdo de objeto de aprendizagem de EV(20%), apresentagdo e discussdo (20%)

Segundo o Regime de Frequéncia e Avaliagdo da ESELx, a avaliacdo pode assumir duas modalidades:
continua e por exame. No ultimo caso, sera apenas avaliada a criagdo (50%) e apresentagao e discussao
(50%) do objeto de aprendizagem de EV.

TEACHING METHODOLOGIES (INCLUDING EVALUATION)

Flipped classroom: availability of documents for previous reading and reflection, complemented with

debate mediated by the professor and collaborative group learning. Monitoring of activities, using
feedback and feedforward. Theoretical-practical classes: not only expository, using audiovisual supports,
but also interactive, through active learning technologies, didactic interrogation, dialogue and specific
practical assignments, with the purpose of stimulating critical thinking. The evaluation elements include:
1. Participation in classes and commitment to activities (20%)

2. Critical revision of the website of a museum (30%)

3. VA learning object proposal (10%)

4. VA learning object creation (20%), presentation and discussion (20%)

According to ESELx's Frequency and Assessment Regime, assessment can take on two modalities:
continuous and by exam. In the latter case, only the creation (50%) and presentation and discussion (50%)

of the VA learning object will be evaluated.

DEMONSTRAGCAO DA COERENCIA DAS METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO COM OS OBJETIVOS DE

APRENDIZAGEM DA UC
Embora os objetivos desta unidade -curricular incidam sobre a aquisicdo de conhecimentos

eminentemente tedricos, pretende-se que a aprendizagem ocorra de modo significativo. Assim, uma vez
gue esta provado que os estudantes aprendem melhor quando ampliam as vias pelas quais acedem ao

conhecimento e, sobretudo, quando se envolvem na aprendizagem, para além dos métodos tradicionais
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(leitura e exposicdo tedrica dos temas), serd implementada a metodologia de sala de aula invertida (uma

'

abordagem de blended learning). Deste modo, os estudantes irdo aceder previamente aos conteudos, que
irdo ler, ouvir e/ou visualizar (logo, familiarizar-se com) antes da aula. Isto ird permitir-lhes utilizar o tempo
desta para compreendé-los de modo mais profundo, seja através da discussdo com os pares mediada pelos
docentes (que oportunamente irdo contribuir para a consolidacdo dos conteludos, quando estes
emergirem ou provocando a sua emergéncia através de estratégias como a interrogacao didatica), seja
através do desenvolvimento de atividades praticas em grupo, que os desafiem, estimulem e fomentem a
interacdo, a partir das quais sera possivel construir colaborativamente o conhecimento, significando-o
através do cruzamento com as suas experiéncias e conhecimentos prévios. E ainda de sublinhar que os
conhecimentos e competéncias inerentes a esta UC serdo mobilizados e aplicados através da construcdo
de um “objeto de aprendizagem” (learning object), tomando como exemplos de referéncia “objetos de
aprendizagem” ja elaborados e disponibilizados por instituicbes museoldgicas conceituadas, a nivel
nacional (Museu Calouste Gulbenkian, Museu Berardo, Serralves, entre outros) e internacionais (MoMA,

Tate Modern, British Museum, Rainha Sofia, entre outros) previamente discutidos e analisados.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE
LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Although the learning outcomes of this curricular unit are focused on the acquisition of eminently

theoretical knowledge, it is intended that learning takes place in a meaningful way. Thus, since it has been
proven that students learn better when they expand the ways in which they access knowledge and, above
all, when they get involved in learning, in addition to traditional methods (reading and theoretical
exposition of the themes), the methodology of flipped classroom (a blended learning approach) will be
implemented. In this way, students will previously access the contents, which they will read, listen to
and/or view (therefore, become familiar with) before class. This will allow them to use their time in
classroom to understand them more deeply, either through discussion with peers mediated by the
professors (who will opportunely contribute to the consolidation of contents, when they emerge or
causing their emergence through strategies such as didactic interrogation), or through the development
of practical group activities that challenge them, stimulate them and foster interaction, from which it will
be possible to collaboratively build knowledge, meaning it through the intersection with their previous
experiences and knowledge. It should also be noted that the konwledge and skills inherent to this CU will
be mobilized and applied through the action of building a learning object, taking as main examples learning
objects already developed and made available by reputable museum instutuions, both nationally
(Calouste Gulbenkian, Berardo, Serralves, among others), and internationally (MoMA, Tate Modern,

British Museum, Reina Sofia, among others), previously discussed and analysed
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
