DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DOS CONTEUDOS PROGRAMATICOS COM OS OBJETIVOS DA UC

Os conteldos programaticos estruturam-se segundo dois eixos: a compreensao das diferentes praticas e
metodologias da Filosofia e da Estética no ambito da experiéncia educativa das criancas entre os 10 e os
12 anos; a exploracdo de ferramentas artisticas necessdrias a pratica docente a fim de desenvolver o
espirito critico e as competéncias de intervengdo nos dominios artistico e tecnolégico.
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Assim, fixam-se nos paradigmas mais relevantes ao longo da evolu¢do do pensamento sobre as
metodologias da Filosofia e da Estética no ambito da experiéncia educativa das criangas e na exploragdo

aprofundada das suas relagGes com praticas artisticas e tecnoldgicas.

Deste modo, espera-se proporcionar ao estudante a aquisicdo de ferramentas, intelectuais e praticas de
forma a criar dindamicas relacionais na pratica docente, através de intervengées nos dominios artistico e
tecnoldgico potenciadoras de um pensamento autonomo e criativo.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE SYLLABUS COHERENCE WITH THE CURRICULAR UNIT'S OBJECTIVES

The syllabus is structured according to two axes: understanding the different practices and
methodologies of Philosophy and Aesthetics in the context of the educational experience of children
between 10 and 12 years old; the exploration of artistic tools necessary for teaching practice in order to
develop critical thinking and intervention skills in the artistic and technological domains.

Thus, they focus on the most relevant paradigms throughout the evolution of thinking about the
methodologies of Philosophy and Aesthetics in the context of children's educational experience and in
the in-depth exploration of their relationships with artistic and technological practices.

In this way, it is expected to provide the student with the acquisition of tools, intellectuals and practices
in order to create relational dynamics in teaching practice, through interventions in the artistic and
technological domains that enhance autonomous and creative thinking.

DEMONSTRAGCAO COERENCIA DAS METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO COM OS OBJETIVOS DE

APRENDIZAGEM DA UC

Considerando que os objetivos desta UC sdo de dotar os estudantes do mestrado em Ensino de
Educacdo Visual e Tecnoldgica dos instrumentos necessarios para criagdo de uma base sélida a partir da
qual possam sensibilizar as criancgas entre os 10 e os 12 anos para o exercicio da interrogacao filoséfica e
estética e para o desenvolvimento de um pensamento auténomo e criativo, a estratégia pedagdgica
visara sobretudo sensibilizar os alunos para a interrogacao filosofica e estética e para o seu cruzamento
com as praticas nos dominios das artes visuais e das tecnologias através de dindmicas relacionais no
ambito especifico a experiéncia educativa das criancas entre os 10 e os 12 anos.

Nesse sentido, tera tanto uma componente tedrica como pratica, contemplando tanto a compreensao
das diferentes praticas e metodologias da Filosofia e da Estética no dmbito da experiéncia educativa das
criangas, como simulacdes de dinamizagdo de sessOes de Filosofia e Estética com criancas que serdo
discutidas em grupo nas aulas. A fim de preparar os alunos para a vertente pratica, sera, tanto quanto
possivel, fomentada a vivéncia de intervengdes artisticas, quer seja no exterior, quer seja no contexto
das aulas, que sejam potenciadoras da reflexdo filosoéfica e auténoma das criancas.

Considera-se que esta opcdo metodoldgica é a mais adequada para habilitar os estudantes para a pratica

docente no sentido de criarem dindmicas relacionais que potenciem o pensamento auténomo e criativo
assim como as competéncias de intervencdo no dominio das artes visuais e das tecnologias.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE
LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Considering that the objectives of this UC are to provide students of the Masters in Teaching Visual and

Technological Education with the necessary instruments to create a solid base from which they can
sensitize children between 10 and 12 years old to the exercise of philosophical inquiry and aesthetics
and for the development of autonomous and creative thinking, the pedagogical strategy will mainly aim
to sensitize students to the philosophical and aesthetic interrogation and to its intersection with
practices in the fields of visual arts and technologies through relational dynamics in the specific context
the educational experience of children between 10 and 12 years old.

In this sense, it will have both a theoretical and a practical component, contemplating both the
understanding of the different practices and methodologies of Philosophy and Aesthetics within the
scope of the children's educational experience, as well as simulations of dynamization of Philosophy and
Aesthetics sessions with children that will be discussed in groups in classes. In order to prepare students
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for the practical aspect, the experience of artistic interventions will be encouraged, as much as possible,

whether abroad or in the context of classes, which enhance the philosophical and autonomous reflection
of children.

It is considered that this methodological option is the most appropriate to enable students to practice
teaching in order to create relational dynamics that enhance autonomous and creative thinking as well
as intervention skills in the field of visual arts and technologies.
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
