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DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DOS CONTEUDOS PROGRAMATICOS COM OS OBJETIVOS DA

UNIDADE CURRICULAR:

Os conteudos estruturam-se em blocos tematicos, relativos as problematicas essenciais a pratica do design,
atendendo a sua natureza intrinseca e as ligacdes com os dominios da arte, do artesanato ou da arquitetura.

Inicialmente, é realizada uma abordagem aos principais conceitos bem como as varias modalidades que o
Design assume, fomentando a aquisicao, pelos alunos, de um léxico préprio e conceitos essenciais que
informardo as suas praticas neste campo.

Os restantes contetidos incidem nas dinamicas inerentes ao desenvolvimento do Design, desde o final do séc.
XIX a atualidade, estruturados cronologicamente. Assim, proporciona-se uma compreensdo dos varios
momentos marcantes na histéria do Design, bem como os fatores (econémicos, historicos, técnicos, estéticos,
artisticos, politicos e/ou ideoldgicos) que a condicionaram, as caracteristicas que marcaram 0s objetos
produzidos em cada um deles e a sua articulagdo com outros dominios estéticos, materiais e culturais.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE SYLLABUS COHERENCE WITH THE CURRICULAR UNIT'S OBJECTIVES:

The contents are structured in thematic blocks, relating to the issues essential to the practice of design, given
its intrinsic nature and the links with the fields of art, crafts or architecture.

Initially, an approach is made to the main concepts as well as to the various modalities that design field
assumes, encouraging students to acquire their own lexicon and essential concepts that will inform their
practices in this field.

The remaining contents focus on the dynamics inherent to the design development, since the end of the
century. Century XIX to the present, structured chronologically. Thus, it provides an understanding of the
several remarkable moments in the design history, as well as the factors (economic, historical, technical,
aesthetic, artistic, political and / or ideological) that conditioned it, the characteristics that marked the objects
produced in each one of them and its articulation with other aesthetic, material and cultural domains.
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METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO (AVALIAGCAO INCLUIDA):

Atendendo a natureza teorica da Unidade Curricular e & vertente de investigacdo que Ihe esta subjacente, o
trabalho desenvolver-se-a em sessfes organizadas em quatro niveis complementares:

® Exposicao oral, apoiada em meios audiovisuais, multimédia e bibliogréaficos;

® Discussdao e analise de exemplos essenciais para a compreenséo dos aspetos tedricos e da histéria do
design;

® Realizacdo de trabalhos de andlise, interpretacdo e discussao critica das varias modalidades e
momentos chave do desenvolvimento do design;

® Visita a exposi¢cdes que complementem as vérias abordagens tedricas desenvolvidas em sala de aula.
No ambito da UC, estao previstos os regimes de avaliacdo continua ou avaliacdo por exame.
A avaliacdo continua incidira sobre os seguintes elementos:

® Participacéo nas atividades desenvolvidas em sala de aula (15%);
® Trabalho individual (30%);
® Trabalho em grupo (55%).

O exame consistird numa prova escrita sobre todos os contetdos programaticos (100%).
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TEACHING METHODOLOGIES (INCLUDING EVALUATION):

Taking into account the theoretical nature of the Curricular Unit and the research that underlies it, the work will
be developed in sessions organized in four complementary levels:

Oral exhibition, supported by audiovisual, multimedia and bibliographic media;

Discussion and analysis of essential examples for understanding the theoretical aspects and the history of
design;

Analysis, interpretation and critical discussion of the various modalities and key moments in the development
of design;

Visits to exhibitions that complement the various theoretical approaches developed in the classroom.

Within the scope of the UC, the systems of continuous assessment or assessment by exam are foreseen.

The continuous assessment will focus on the following elements:

Participation in activities developed in the classroom (15%);
Individual work (30%);

Group work (55%).

The exam will consist of a written test on all syllabus (100%).
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DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DAS METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO COM OS OBJETIVOS DE

APRENDIZAGEM DA UNIDADE CURRICULAR:

O desenvolvimento e articulacdo de metodologias expositivas e ativas possibilitam encadear, de forma
coerente, as varias questdes que se prendem com as configuracBes proprias, opcdes técnicas e estéticas,
transformacdes comportamentais e dimensfes simbdlicas que estdo associadas as praticas do design ao
longo do seu processo historico, considerando sempre os conceitos e fatores que lhe estdo subjacentes.
Simultaneamente, esta metodologia possibilita a aquisicdo de ferramentas, metodologias de pesquisa e de
apreciacao critica, passiveis de serem operacionalizadas na producao de textos ou ensaios teoricos.

A realizacéo de trabalhos préaticos centrados em momentos chave do desenvolvimento do design em termos
sincrénicos e diacronicos possibilita o desenvolvimento de processos de andlise e interpretacdo das varias
obras, tendo em conta ndo s6 as suas dimensdes técnicas, funcionais, estéticas, conceptuais ou simbdlicas,
mas permitindo igualmente articular a sua produgédo, consumo e circulagdo com os grandes paradigmas
tedricos, sociais e econdémicos da contemporaneidade. Esta abordagem possibilita a aquisicdo e ampliacao de
uma cultura visual, indispensavel ao enquadramento e fundamentacdo tedrica das praticas desenvolvidas
pelos alunos no ambito das artes visuais ou do design.

Paralelamente, a visita a exposicbes proporciona o contacto direto com o0s objetos, possibilitando a
observacdo e compreensdo das suas caracteristicas formais e dos processos de trabalho que Ihes estéo
associados. Esta estratégia contribui decisivamente para o entendimento do papel do design no contexto
alargado da histéria contemporénea, bem como para o desenvolvimento de habitos culturais e praticas de
apreciacao critica.
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DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

The development and articulation of expository and active methodologies make it possible to link, in a coherent
way, the various issues related to the specific configurations, technical and aesthetic options, behavioral
transformations and symbolic dimensions that are associated with design practices throughout its historical
process , always considering the concepts and factors that underlie it. Simultaneously, this methodology allows
the acquisition of tools, research methodologies and critical appraisal, which can be operationalized in the
production of texts or theoretical essays.

Practical work focused on key moments in the development of design in synchronic and diachronic terms
enables the development of analysis and interpretation processes of the various works, taking into account not
only their technical, functional, aesthetic, conceptual or symbolic dimensions, but also allowing also to
articulate its production, consumption and circulation with the great theoretical, social and economic paradigms
of contemporary times. This approach makes it possible to acquire and expand a visual culture, which is
essential for framing and theoretically grounding the practices developed by students in the field of visual arts
or design.

In parallel, the visit to exhibitions provides direct contact with objects, allowing the observation and
understanding of their formal characteristics and the work processes associated with them. This strategy
contributes decisively to the understanding of the role of design in the broader context of contemporary history,
as well as to the development of cultural habits and practices of critical appreciation.
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
