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DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DOS CONTEUDOS PROGRAMATICOS COM OS OBJETIVOS DA

UNIDADE CURRICULAR:

Esta UC visa contribuir para a formacao de profissionais de educacéo dos 0 aos 12 anos, através da reflexao
tedrico-pratica sobre a evolucdo dos conceitos de ensino e de pedagogia, do estatuto da pedagogia e dos
movimentos e correntes pedagoégicas contemporaneas, expressos nos primeiros trés blocos de contetdos. A
compreensao da complexidade inerente a educacdo em geral e ao ato pedagdgico em particular constitui a
base para a abordagem das diferentes concecBes de curriculo e modelos de desenvolvimento curricular
explicitada nos ultimos trés blocos de conteudos. O conjunto dos conteudos favorecera a construcao de um
quadro referencial tedrico e pratico que permitira a andlise e resolucdo de casos praticos e a concecdo de
planos de intervencéo e avaliacdo, contribuindo para os restantes objetivos.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE SYLLABUS COHERENCE WITH THE CURRICULAR UNIT'S OBJECTIVES:

This curricular unit aims to contribute to the education of teachers to work with children from 0 to 12 years old,
through theoretical and practical reflection on the evolution of teaching and pedagogical concepts,
contemporary pedagogical movements and currents expressed in the first three blocks of content.
Understanding the complexity inherent to education in general and to the pedagogical act in particular is the
basis to approach the different curricular concepts and models explained in the last three blocks of content.
The set of contents will favor the construction of a theoretical and practical reference framework that will allow
the analysis and resolution of practical cases and the design of intervention and evaluation plans, contributing
to the other objectives.
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METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO (AVALIAGCAO INCLUIDA):

Os primeiros 3 blocos de conteldos: a metodologia contempla aulas expositivas, a reflexdo de cariz
autobiogréfico, a pesquisa e analise de informacao sobre as correntes pedagdégicas e os pedagogos e a sua
comunicacgao ao grupo.

Os ultimos 3 blocos de contelidos: andlise de casos empiricos que permitam ao estudante conhecer e analisar|
critica e fundamentadamente situacdes reais de organizacdo e gestdo curricular, sistematizacdo da|
informacgé&o pelo/a docente.

Avaliacao continua:
3 trabalhos escritos realizados em grupo com apresentacdo oral (50% da avaliacdo final).
Trabalho escrito realizado individualmente (50% da avaliacéo final).

A avaliacdo continua tem uma componente formativa que se operacionaliza através do acompanhamentol
dado pelo/a docente a realizacédo dos trabalhos (individual e de grupo) e do feedback (oral ou/e escrito) dado
pelo/a docente apos a realizacédo de cada trabalho, de modo a promover a melhoria da aprendizagem dos/as
estudantes.

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TEACHING METHODOLOGIES (INCLUDING EVALUATION):

First three content blocks: the methodology includes theoretical presentations of different themes,
autobiographical reflection, research and analysis of information about pedagogical currents and pedagogues
and the presentation (1 group work) t o the whole class.

Last three content blocks: empirical case studies (2 group work and 1 individual work) that will allow students
to know and critically analyse curricular, organization, and management real situations, grounded on
theoretical information.

Continous assessment:
3 group works carried out and presented in classes (50% of the final mark).
Individual written work (50% of the final mark).

Continuous assessment has a formative component that is implemented through the monitoring given by the
teacher to the completion of work (individual and group) and feedback (oral and/or written) given by the
teacher after completing each work, in order to promote improved student learning.

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DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DAS METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO COM OS OBJETIVOS DE

APRENDIZAGEM DA UNIDADE CURRICULAR:

A reflexdo pessoal e de grupo sobre a experiéncia enquanto aluno e a definicdo/negociacdo do percurso
formativo de cada estudante constitui um primeiro passo para a construcdo progressiva de um referencial
tedrico e pratico facilitador da compreensao das situacGes educativas. Para a construcdo deste referencial
contribuem também as sessdes de natureza mais teorica, da responsabilidade do docente, onde se analisam
conceitos-chave como: infancia, educacéo, pedagogia, relacdo pedagogica, escola tradicional, escola ativa¢).
A pesquisa individual e em grupo sobre um dos pedagogos nacionais ou internacionais que suscitem o
interesse dos estudantes e a consequente apresentacdo ao grupo turma do contributo das suas ideias
pedagdgicas para a histéria da educacédo constitui uma estratégia facilitadora de aprendizagens relevantes
sobre as principais correntes pedagdgicas e sobre os autores que lhe estdo associados, porque
representativos de um conjunto de ideias comuns.

A andlise de casos empiricos que evidenciam formas de organizacao e gestédo curricular de educadores de
infancia e professores do ensino basico constitui, por sua vez, uma forma de tomar contacto com a realidade
escolar portuguesa e com o0s problemas concretos que se colocam aos educadores e professores, permitindo|
0 questionamento dessa realidade e desenvolvendo a capacidade de procurar solucdes adequadas,
pertinentes e inovadoras, com base nas orientacdes curriculares e em autores de referéncia no campo do
curriculo

Os processos de ensino nesta UC estdo estreitamente interrelacionados com os processos de avaliagdo
continua, através da realizacdo, apresentacao e discussdo, em sessdes presenciais, de trabalhos praticos que
favorecem o desenvolvimento de uma avaliacdo formativa das aprendizagens ao longo do semestre.

Neste sentido, as formas de avaliagdo continua previstas procuram ir ao encontro das competéncias que €
possivel trabalhar/desenvolver quando se utilizam estratégias e atividades que envolvem o trabalho e a
reflexdo individual e de grupo, a apresentacgéo oral e escrita e 0 debate.
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DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

The personal and group reflection on the experience as a student and the definition/negotiation of the
formative path of each student constitutes a first step towards the on-going construction of a theoretical and
practical reference, and thus facilitating the understanding of educational situations. In order to construct this
framework, theoretical sessions, of the responsibility of the teacher, will be also developed, covering key topics
such as childhood, education, pedagogy, pedagogical relationship, traditional school, active school ...
Individual and group research on one national or international pedagogue, the contribution of their pedagogical
ideas for the history of education, and the presentation to the whole class is a strategy that facilitates
significant learning on pedagogical movements.
Furthermore, analysis of empirical case studies that show different procedures of curricular organization and
management allow the contact with the Portuguese school reality and with the concrete problems encountered
by preschool and elementary teachers. This analysis will contribute to the development of capacities of]
qguestioning and look for appropriate, pertinent and innovative solutions, based on curricular guidelines and
reference authors in curriculum field.

Teaching methodologies are closely related with continuous evaluation, through the realization, presentation
and discussion of practical works throughout the semester. Strategies and activities that involve ndividual and
group work and reflection, oral and written presentation and debate can contribute to the development of the
desired skills.
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
