This course aims to develop arrangement-making practise for different ensembles, experiencing several types
of counterpoint and harmonization. Carrying out and analysing exercises in several fields, as well as mastering
programme contents, lead to the natural development of student abilities.

These exercises allow students to be better acquainted with implications involved when preparing an
arrangement and to be able to adapt music pieces that are chosen for the various ensembles, making the best
possible use of them so that the creation of music projects for any community context is effectively achieved.

A andlise de bons arranjos permite dar aos alunos boas referéncias, relativamente aos modelos de escrita
pretendidos, e demonstra a utilizac&o correta dos contetdos abordados.

A variedade dos métodos de ensino (auditiva versus tedrica) permite abordar sob perspetivas diferentes os
mesmos conteldos, o que permite uma compreensdo mais ampla do mesmo conhecimento.

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DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Reviewing homework in class (at written and auditory level) is quite useful as it allows students to effectively
correct problems and to reflect on new solutions.

The analysis of good arrangements provides students with proper references as regards desired writing
models, and shows a correct use of studied contents. The variety of teaching methods (auditory vs. theoretical)
provides different perspectives on the same contents, allowing a broader understanding of the same issue.

Whenever possible, moments of self-assessment/evaluation of others are introduced, so that students keep
track of their final objectives.
