DEMONSTRATION OF THE SYLLABUS COHERENCE WITH THE CURRICULAR UNIT'S OBJECTIVES

The articulation between objectives and content foresees: (i) Understanding and analysing the theories and
pedagogical approaches that influence contemporary educational practices (Objective A). (ii) Identifying
curriculum models, sources, and dimensions, and characterizing the teacher's roles in curriculum
decision-making and management (Objective B). (iii) Understanding the right to education and pedagogical
differentiation, respecting the individuality and specificity of the student(s) and the social contexts in which they
are inserted (Objective C). (iv) ldentifying and exploring concepts, foundations and practical cases (Objective.
D) (v) understanding curricular strategies and adaptations (Objective F) according to the strengths (skills,
interests, tastes), needs, and resources of each student (Objective F) (vi) promoting inclusive practices in
conjunction with families and the community (Objective F).
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METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO E DE APRENDIZAGEM ESPECIFICAS DA UNIDADE CURRICULAR

ARTICULADAS COM O MODELO PEDAGOGICO

Em termos metodolégicos a UC esté organizada de modo a contemplar sessfes teorico-praticas, recorrendo a
metodologias ativas, promovendo a articulagéo entre a teoria e a pratica. Contempla ainda algumas horas que
implicam o trabalho conjunto entre o/a professor/a e o/a estudante, podendo este ser também em pequeno
grupo, no sentido de se responder a necessidades especificas. Privilegia-se a analise de casos praticos e
uma visita de observacdo a um contexto educativo com préticas inclusivas de referéncia. Pretende-se com as
metodologias ativas: (i) promover a participagéo e o envolvimento dos/as estudantes na discussdo casos
praticos reais, (ii) partir dos interesses e da eventual experiéncia prévia dos/as estudantes; (iii) desafiar os
estudantes a usar novas ferramentas e recursos tecnolégicos.

TEACHING AND LEARNING METHODOLOGIES SPECIFIC TO THE CURRICULAR UNIT ARTICULATED

WITH THE PEDAGOGICAL MODEL

In methodological terms, the CU is organized to include theoretical and practical sessions, using active
methodologies, promoting the connection between theory and practice. It also includes some hours involving
joint work between the teacher and the student, which may also be in small groups, to respond to specific
needs. Priority is given to the analysis of practical cases and an observation visit to an educational context with
reference to inclusive practices. The aim of active methodologies is to: (i) promote the participation and
involvement of students in the discussion of real practical cases, (ii) build on the interests and possible
previous experience of students, (iii) challenge students to use new tools and technological resources.

AVALIACAO

A avaliacdo é considerada como parte integrante do processo formativo, desenvolvendo-se como um
processo de aprendizagem através de feedback continuado. Deste modo procura-se que a avaliagdo seja
coerente com 0s objetivos da UC e do curso e com as linhas orientadoras da ESELXx e que a participacdo e as
producdes dos/as estudantes sejam tomadas como indicadores que norteiam o seu percurso formativo.
Avaliagcao continua Tendo por base o Regulamento de Avaliagéo e Frequéncia da ESELx a modalidade de
avaliacao continua engloba a avaliacdo formativa e a avaliagdo sumativa das aprendizagens realizadas
pelos/as estudantes. Esta unidade curricular integra dois trabalhos: 1. Relatério de grupo sobre duas visitas
realizadas a um contexto educativo. 50% da nota final. 2. Reflex&o individual integrada no relatério de grupo.
50 % da nota final. Avaliagdo por exame Na modalidade de avaliagdo por exame o/a estudante devera realizar
uma prova escrita individual e presencial abrangendo todos os temas previstos nos contedidos programaticos.
Para a realizacdo desta prova os/as estudantes estédo obrigados a leitura dos textos obrigatérios disponiveis
no Moodle e a espelharem os contelidos dessas leituras na prova. A prova tera a duracdo de 120 minutos e
correspondera a 100% da classificacdo final, sendo exigido uma classificacdo minima de 9,5 valores.

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EVALUATION

The evaluation is considered an integral part of the training process and is developed as a learning process
through continuous feedback. The aim is for evalution to be coherent with the objectives of the course and the
ESELXx guidelines: Continuous assessment Based on the ESELx Assessment and Attendance Regulations, the
continuous assessment modality includes formative assessment and summative assessment of the learning
carried out by students. This Curricular Unit integrates two works: 1. Group report on two visits to an
educational context. 50% of the final grade. 2. Individual reflection integrated into the group report. 50% of the
final grade. Assessment by exam In the assessment modality by exam, the student must take an individual
written and in-person test covering all the topics provided in the syllabus. To take this test, students must read
the mandatory texts available on Moodle and reflect on the contents of these readings in the test. The test will
last 120 minutes and will correspond to 100% of the final grade, with a minimum grade of 9.5 required.

DEMONSTRACAO DA COERENCIA DAS METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO COM OS OBJETIVOS DE

APRENDIZAGEM DA UC

As metodologias de ensino previstas nas sessdes teodrico-praticas, recorrendo a metodologias ativas,
promovem a articulacao entre a teoria e a pratica, valorizando a aprendizagem a partir das situacdes da
pratica. Contemplam-se algumas horas que implicam o trabalho conjunto entre todos os intervenientes na sala
de aula, observacdes em campo, ou pequeno grupo para responder as necessidades especificas de cada
aluno. As metodologias expositivas, de cariz interativo e centradas em questdes socioeducativas relevantes
gue emergem da atual realidade dos contextos de pratica profissional supervisionada, sdo coerentes com 0s
objetivos da UC uma vez que se procura explorar conteudos tedricos, construindo conhecimento a partir da
andlise de casos.

DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE
LEARNING OUTCOMES

The teaching methodologies implemented in theoretical-practice sessions, using expository and active
methodologies, promoting the articulation between theory and practice, valuing learning from the situations of
practice. A few hours are contemplated, which implies joint work among all actors in the classroom, and it can
also be performed in small groups in the sense of responding to specific needs. Expository and interacting
methodologies focused on relevant socio-educational issues that emerge from the current reality of supervised
professional practice contexts, are coherent with the goals of the CU since it is seeking to explore theoretical
content, building knowledge from the case study analysis.
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
